	Evaluation:
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	A contract will be awarded to two (2) carriers per region, based upon the bid evaluation and award criteria specified herein in Section Four “Evaluation and Award”. Contractors will be required to service all counties within the awarded region regardless of size or type of move.

As explained in Section Four “Evaluation and Award”, Procurement Coordinator will rank the Apparent Successful Bidders (ASB) in each region, based on the combined total scores. The bidder offering the highest score will be ranked as “Contractor #1”, the subsequent bidder will be ranked as “Contractor #2”.  When needing relocation services, Purchasers will contact Contractor #1 in the region where the move originates to perform the service. Should Contractor #1 be unavailable or not meet the Purchaser’s needs, the Purchaser may select contact Contractor #2 for in that region, documenting for their file the reasons that Contractor #1 did not meet the Purchaser’s needs. 

4.4     Scoring of the Responses 

There are 1000 points available for each bid response; 700 for “cost” and 300 for “non-cost”, as described below.  Responses will be evaluated and scored by region.

   4.5      Price (Cost) evaluation (700 points)
Utilizing bid responses to Appendix C – Price Sheet, the evaluation process for “cost” for scoring purposes will be conducted by Procurement Coordinator as follows for each region:

There are 700 total points available for “cost” by “move category”; 25% (175 points) for moves less than 55 miles, and 75% (525 points) for moves more than 55 miles.

The bidder offering the highest discount for each move category will receive the maximum available points, with each successive bidder then receiving points proportionate to their relationship to the bidder offering the highest discount.

The points awarded for each move category for each bidder will then be added together to determine the total amount of points for “cost” by bidder.

If bidder offers a prompt payment discount (PPD) for invoices paid in thirty days or less, that percent discount will be added the points awarded to the Move Category Discount prior to determining the total number of cost points for evaluation purposes.

4.6 Non-cost evaluation (300 points)
Utilizing bid responses to Appendix D – Non-Cost Factors, the evaluation process for “non-cost” for scoring purposes will be by Region as follows
1. Implementation = 150 points

2. Quality = 100 points

3. Claims = 50 points

DES may assemble and preside over an evaluation committee responsible for reviewing and scoring the “non-cost” responses.   Committee members may be substituted and/or the evaluation committee may be disbanded and reconstituted.

The committee will score the bidder responses consistent with their values.  (scored by ESD, SIB and DES)
In addition to presiding over the evaluation committee, the Procurement Coordinator may review the “non-cost” responses, provide input, assemble evaluation aids, or perform other functions helpful to the evaluation committee.  The committee may engage in a free flow of discussion with other committee members and the Procurement Coordinator prior to, during, and after the evaluation.

The scoring of the questions may be performed in isolation or together as a group, or a combination of both.  Each committee member will score the responses to each question by assigning non-price points utilizing the point system identified below which has been established in accordance with primary stakeholder considerations.  

All of the committee members’ scores for a question will be added together and then divided by the number of members to calculate a point score for that question for each Bidder.  This process will be repeated for all questions and then each Bidder’s point scores for all questions will be summed to form non-cost point scores for each. 

      Example:

 Committee Member Scores for Tom’s Moving:

Implementation (150 points)

· 1st Evaluation Committee Member scored 120 

· 2nd Member scored  140

· 3rd Member scored 100

The three scores are added together: 360 

Total score divided by 3 = 120 

Tom’s Moving receives 120 points for Implementation,(and subsequently 75 points for Quality, and 30 points for Claims using the same scenario), Add: 120+75+30=225.  

Tom’s Transport’s total combined score for “non-cost” is 225 out of a possible 300

4.7     Selection of Apparent Successful Bidders
The two (2) responsive and responsible bidders per region that meet all of the IFB requirements and have the highest total combined scores based on the above cost and non-cost evaluation processes will be the declared the Apparent Successful Bidders (ASB) in each region.
